CHARGES:
Allegedly Daniel Cubias’ dog, a 3-year-old, female American Pit Bull terrier named ‘Lia’, broke free from a woman that was walking her and attacked Mr. Ryan Siegler’s dog, a Labrador named ‘Doobie’, in his yard. ‘Doobie’ suffered severe injury as a result of the attack. Your dog shows the propensity to be dangerous by virtue of the alleged attack. This is a violation of Section 3-131 ‘Manner of Keeping Animals; Prohibition of Nuisances’, Section 3-135 ‘Running At Large Prohibited’, Section 3-136 ‘Dangerous Animals’, Section 3- 142 ‘Irresponsible Owners’, Section 3-182 ‘Potentially Dangerous Animal’, Section 3-185.01 ‘Pit Bull Terriers’, and Section 3-186 ‘Vaccination of Ferrets, Dogs, and Cats’ of the Prince George’s County Code. 
PETITION: 

For return of custody of Daniel Cubias’ dog, a 3-year-old, female American Pit Bull terrier named ‘Lia’ and appeal of the Prince George’s County Code Violations brought against him by Prince George’s County Animal Services Division. 
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RAVEN MORRIS 

CHARGES:
Allegedly Raven Morris’ dogs, a 1-year-old, male Great Dane named ‘Danger’ and a 1-year-old, male Pit Bull named ‘Diesel’, attacked Mrs. Vivian Cooper’s husband, Robert Defibaugh and their dog, ‘Dago’. The attack caused no injury to Mr. Defibaugh or their dog. A third, small, white dog from Morris’ address is also allowed to run at large. Your dogs show the propensity to be dangerous by virtue of the alleged attack. This is a violation of Section 3-131 ‘Manner of Keeping Animals; Prohibition of Nuisances’, Section 3-135 ‘Running At Large Prohibited’, Section 3-136 ‘Dangerous Animals’, Section 3-142 ‘Irresponsible Owners’, Section 3-145 ‘Ferret, Dog, and Cat Licenses’, Section 3-182 ‘Potentially Dangerous Animal’, Section 3-185.01 ‘Pit Bull Terriers’, and Section 3-186 ‘Vaccination of Ferrets, Dogs, and Cats’ of the Prince George’s County Code. 
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LASHAWN MALLOY 

CHARGES:
Allegedly Lashawn Malloy’s dogs, a 7-year-old, male Rottweiler named ‘Oso’ a 3-year-old, female Rottweiler named ‘Kiera’, and a 2-year-old, male Rottweiler named ‘Kion’ are disturbing the peace of Mr. Harper. The dogs constantly charge the black wrought iron fence in an aggressive manner. The fence is not of solid construction, which allows the dogs in question to put their muzzles through it. After Associate Director Rodney Taylor and Animal Control Officer Fillman #903 inspected the property, took videos and photos, it was decided the Malloy’s must put up a 6ft stockade wooden fence to keep their dogs from seeing and putting their muzzles into the neighbor’s property. Your dogs show the propensity to be potentially dangerous by virtue of the aggression displayed. This is a violation of Section 3-131 ‘Manner of Keeping Animals; Prohibition of Nuisances’, Section 3-142 ‘Irresponsible Owners’, and Section 3-182 ‘Potentially Dangerous Animal’ of the Prince George’s County Code.
GENERAL RULES

Cases shall be called in the order in which they appear on the docket.  The Commission may consider cases out of the order presented on the written docket, at the discretion of the Chairperson, to promote efficiency and as an accommodation to the parties involved.

All attempts will be made to allot time fairly to opposing parties and witnesses.  However, all persons testifying under oath shall speak only after receiving recognition and consent of the Chairperson.    

Hearings are open to the public.  Verbal and physical disruptions from the public are prohibited.  Members of the public are required to comply with rules, directives, and orders of the Commission.
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
