CHARGES:

The City of College Park Animal Control is requesting a Dangerous Dog Hearing
due to the dog listed above allegedly biting, chasing and attacking a hound type
dog off leash and off property on December 30™" 2023. This is in violation of
Section 3-131, “Manner of Keeping Animals”; Section 3-142 “Irresponsible Pet
