Applicant does not have an attorney, acknowledge her right to an attorney, and agree to
move forward without representation.

Chief Robert Clark gave a maps presentation.

Commissioner Forbes states the Board is familiar with the applicants, this
establishment, and the history of this establishment serving alcohol without a license.
Ms. Drake states she worked for the former owner, as the HR manager to help with the
onboarding process from June 2021-July 2021. She didn’t have any formal or informal
responsibilities after July 2021.

Ms. Drake became the owner of 731 Clout Southern Cuisine & Lounge in July 2022.
Commissioner Forbes asked the standard questions typically used to qualify this type of
license. In addition, the Chair questioned the applicant’s current role, other investors, and
her responses to questions on the affidavit.

Ms. Drake states she is the one hundred percent CEO, thirty-three percent owner but
there are several other investors including Mr. David Roundtree and Mr. Edward
Reynolds.

There were some responses on Ms. Drake’s affidavit that confused the Board.

Ms. Drake asked for a postponement because she felt that her attorney should be present
to assist her in responding to some of the Board’s questions.

Commissioner Camacho makes a motion to deny the Class B, BLX, license for t/a Clout
Southern Cuisine & Lounge, seconded by Commissioner Norman.

No objections to withdraw the motion.

Board Attorney Jason DeLoach states that the motion had to be withdrawn to allow
Ms. Drake the opportunity to wrap-up her testimony.

Ms. Drake states she is a ten percent owner of the restaurant 1865 on Georgia Avenue in
Washington, DC.

Mr. Michael Bozeman (Nehemiah Program) testified in favor of this application. He
states that he is workforce development partners with 731 Clout Southern Cuisine &

Lounge. The Nehemiah Program is for individuals returning to society after being
incarcerated.

Ms. Kristen Washington (Fort Washington Resident) testified in favor of this
application. She states she has been a patron of this restaurant and goes there to feel safe,
and to enjoy good food and live entertainment. She will be partnering with this
establishment to get juvenile males on the right path.

Commissioner Smith makes a motion to continue this case, seconded by Commissioner
Norman.

Commissioner Camacho and Commissioner Forbes voted against the motion.

After Board vote, the motion carries.
