SPECIAL CONDITIONS:
	1. The permittee shall notify DPW&T at least 48 hours prior to starting construction or restarting construction by contacting the DPW&T Inspector at the number provided in the permit.  The general telephone number to call if the inspector cannot be reached is 301-883-5730.  

	2. The Permittee shall notify DPW&T by calling the DPW&T Inspector when the work has been completed so that a final inspection can be made.

	3. Call “MISS UTILITY” at 811 for utility location at least 48 hours before beginning constructions.

	4. All works under this permit are to be performed according to Prince George’s County “Policy and Specification for Utility Installation and Maintenance Permits, Feb., 2007” ("DPW&T Utility Policy").  The Permittee shall repair the utility cut in accordance with Prince George’s County Standard No. 300.18 and 300.19, and the mill and overlay requirement as shown in Attachment 6 of the referenced DPW&T Utility Policy.  All roadwork must be saw cut prior to excavation.

	5. Re-stabilize all disturbed area within the right-of-way immediately.

	6. If sidewalk, driveways, curb and gutter or other concrete infrastructure within the right-of-way are removed or damaged, cold mix must be applied in place and maintained until permanent replacement is completed.  Permanent concrete replacement must occur within 30 days of disturbance, weather permitting.

	7. All sidewalks, driveways, ramps. and curbs shall be in accordance with the latest DPW&T standard and in accordance with the latest revision to the American with Disabilities Act (ADA).

	8. Any damage or claim arising out of work performed under this permit shall be the sole responsibility of the permittee. The damage shall be repaired to the satisfaction of the DPW&T Inspector.

	9. Unless otherwise approved by DPW&T, work is only permitted after 9:00 A.M. and before 3:30 P.M., on Monday through Friday, not including government holidays.  No work is permitted between December 24th and January 1st.

	10. Maintain proper traffic control at all times.

	11. Immediately replace any removed pavement marking and striping with temporary pavement marking tape.  Temporary pavement marking must be monitored and maintained until permanent pavement marking is installed.  All replacement permanent pavement marking must be thermoplastic. When impacting pavement marking and striping take photos before the work is performed.  All impacts to crosswalks shall be replaced/refreshed for the entirety of said crosswalk.  Additionally, on multi-lane approaches when utility improvement is limited to only part of the approach, the remaining portion of the stop bar should be replaced/refreshed.

	12. Any work near a traffic signal must be coordinated 48 hours in advance through DPW&T's Traffic Operations Division by calling Junior Johnson at 301-324-2717 or 240-832-0087.  Please note that traffic signal detection loops may be as much as 200 feet away from a signalized intersection.

	13. Any speed humps or traffic calming devices impacted by utility construction need to be replaced in whole. It is critical to get DPW&T Inspector approval of work to be performed prior to re-installation of the referenced structures.

	14. Coordinate all activities with DPW&T Inspector.

	15. Paving limits must be approved by the DPW&T Inspector prior to the mill and overlay operation.

	16. Copy of permit must be on site at all times.

	17. During the period between November 15 of each year and March 15 of the following year steel plates are NOT permitted except in emergency cases.  When any steel plate is installed, the permittee shall notify the Department’s Dispatcher by phone, at (301) 324‑2710 and the DPW&T Inspector, within the first 4 hours of installation of said steel plates.  When installed, steel plates shall be appropriately identified by the permittee for traffic and pedestrian safety.  In addition, a minimum of four 4-foot tall wooden survey stakes (painted bright pink) placed behind the face of the curb, or in rural areas, placed beyond the road shoulder, shall be required to denote the beginning and end of steel plates.

	18. For primary and secondary roads, all overhead communication cables, guy wires, and secondary power wires less than 750 volts shall be installed at a minimum of 18 feet above the highest elevation of the finished (paved) roadway.  For arterial, collector, and commercial and industrial roads, all overhead communication cables, guy wires, and electrical power wires (regardless of road classification), and those utility lines with voltages between 22 kilovolts and 470 kilovolts shall be installed at a minimum of 21 feet above the highest elevation of the finished paved roadway, backslope, shoulder, or parkway strip area.

	19. Whenever paving impacts an intersection, then pave through all the intersecting legs of the intersection up to the fillet points.  Additionally, when the pavement cut is within a cul-de-sac bulb, (i.e. up to the outside fillet points where the cul-de-sac bulb meets the regular section roadway), the mill and overlay requirements, as a minimum, apply to the full surface area of said cul-de-sac bulb.

	20. In accordance with Prince George's County Code, Subtitle 23 (ie, the "Road Ordinance") failure to comply with the referenced permit conditions could entail, at the minimum, suspension of any and all DPW&T permits and be grounds for denial of further applications with DPW&T.

	21. All utility structures need to be adjusted by the permittee prior to mill and overlay work.

	22. No utility structures can be attached, embedded or placed below DPW&T bridge structures and related appurtenances.

	23. Relative to construction within the public right-of-way, it is not permitted to place non-standard and/or non-conforming structures, facilities and/or their appurtenances unless specifically approved by DPW&T.

	24. On non-moratorium roadways, for transverse cuts and short longitudinal pavement cuts (e.g., water main break) the entire width of the roadway shall be milled and resurfaced.   These cuts shall be milled and resurfaced to a distance of twelve and a half (12.5) feet beyond each edge of their cut. For diagonal cuts, the permittee shall follow the same requirements as those for transverse cuts.  This requirement also applies to test pits.  On moratorium roadways, the referenced cuts shall be milled and resurfaced to a distance of one-hundred  (100) feet beyond each edge of their cut.

	25. Road Ordinance Code 23-105 (Authority of the Director) states the Director may disapprove the issuance of a permit for all or part of the proposed road construction where the work will interfere with the access to adjacent properties or the abutting lots, will not provide adequate traffic safety or circulation or continuation of the road, or the road construction may have an adverse effect on the public roads or nearby property.)   Permittee to provide location for storing material and supplies. County will not permit using the right-of-way to store equipment or materials. 

	26. The permittee shall comply with asphalt pavement quality control (QC) testing requirements as described in the DPW&T Standards and Specifications (latest edition).  This includes, but is not limited to the following email directed to the DPW&T Materials Lab (care of Maqbool Raja (MARaja@co.pg.md.us) and M.J. Labban (MJLabban@co.pg.md.us) and cc’d to the DPW&T Utility Inspector:
a. The Production/Paving Schedule sheet emailed one day prior to paving; 

b. The first and last asphalt loading tickets emailed in one business day from paving;

c. The QC test results signed by a certified field technician e-mailed in one business day from paving.

	27. The permittee by acceptance of this approval/permit, agree(s) to indemnify and hold harmless DPW&T  and/or any of its agents and/or employees from and against any and all claims, demands, and actions for damages resulting from the contents of the DPW&T permit. DPW&T takes no responsibility for design errors and/or omissions, The approval/permit acceptance does not constitute a warranty nor does it release the Permittee(s) and /or its agents submitting the plan from full responsibility for the design of the system, as well as, any deficiency which may subsequently be found. The party submitting the plan is responsible for actual construction in accordance with an applicable permit.

3. The top two-and-one-half (2 1/2) feet of all trench backfill beneath the pavement layer shall be compacted Graded
Aggregate Subbase (GASB) to 95% of the maximum dry density per AASHTO Designation T-99. Prior to and during
compaction, moisture of fill material shall be maintained within 2% of optimum. The fill shall be placed and compacted
in horizontal layers not to exceed 8" in thickness (loose). GASB shall conform to the requirements of the latest edition
MSHA Standard Specifications for Construction and Materials manual. Flowable fill material may also be used when
approved by the Department.

4. Suitable trench backfill below the top two-and-one-half (2 1/2) feet down to five (5) feet deep shall be placed in horizontal
layers not to exceed 8 inches (loose) and compacted to at least 92% of maximum dry density per AASHTO Designation
T-99. Moisture content shall be maintained within 2% optimum.

. Trench backfill below five (5) feet deep shall be placed and compacted in layers not to exceed 1 foot in thickness (loose).

. All compaction work shall be performed using suitable equipment such as sheepsfoot rollers or pneumatic and/or vibratory
plate type compaction equipment. Backfill material shall be placed evenly around the structure and shall be free of
boulders, frozen lumps or foreign matter that could cause hard spots or decompose creating voids.

2. For longitudinal and transverse cuts, the limits of the mill and overlay shall be in accordance with the Policy and
Specification for Utility Installation and Maintenance, Appendix E.

. When the distance from the edge of the existing pavement to the edge of new asphalt base is 3 feet or less, the existing
pavement shall be removed and replaced to the edge.

. For transverse cuts, perimeter milling with a minimum width of 12" shall be required.

. All milling shall be 2" minimum depth.
