Agency Description

The Prince George’s County Stormwater Management District (a special
taxing district) was established to assume the stormwater management
functions that were previously performed by the Washington Suburban
Sanitary Commission. The Stormwater Management Division of the
Department of Environmental Resources is responsible for constructing and
maintaining the Stormwater Management system in the County. It
constructs facilities to alleviate flooding, rehabilitates storm drainage
channels, designs and constructs wetlands, restores river and streambeds.
The Department of Public Works and Transportation maintains and operates
publicly-owned stormwater management and flood control facilities.

Needs Assessment

velocity of stormwater runoff

I  0:sCRIPTION AND JUSTIFICATION

DESCRIPTION: This fund will provide a source of additional appropriations for possible cost overruns of funded projects in
the capital program and for new projects unforeseen at the time the capital improvement program (CIP) is approved. This
project will authorize the County Executive to approve appropriation transfers up to $150,000 to previously authorized
projects. New project authorizations will require the approval of a majority of the Council. "Other" funds will come from
transfers from projects having a balance subsequent to their completion, or from stormwater operating funds.

JUSTIFICATION: Estimates used for programming are sometimes lower than the final design, land acquisition and
construction cost due to unforeseen inflation and other problems which are difficult to foresee.
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
